2. Which character did you most closely identify with?

4. Do you feel that Annie would have left Edward eventually, had he not found love elsewhere? What would it have taken to make her walk away? 
5. How much of the talk about friendship in mid-life rings true for you? 
6. How easy is it to make friends as you grow older? 
7. What happens when people you had thought of as ‘mates for life’ begin to disappoint or anger you? 
8. How daunting is it to learn a whole set of new rules and etiquette when you return to dating, after a long period of having been in a stable relationship? 
9. Have you ever found secrets about a parent who has died or whose home you are clearing, after they’ve become too ill to live there? How did you deal with this and what was the impact on you?
